BYC'Finals: A minimum of four fencers in each event qualify for the British Youth Championships finals.
| recommend that you read the BYC finals rules. It is expected that these will be available via the BFA website. Note that to
claim a bye you must enter this qualifier AND inform the organiser of this qualifier that you are claiming your bye (you do not
have to fence). Unclaimed byes may be forfeited.

If you need paper details for the BYC finals then please request them from the organiser of this event.

Referees: We will rely on clubs bringing referees. If coaches are reserved for coaching / chaperoning
then please bring additional referees. Unless enough referees from clubs can volunteer, you will be
asked to referee each other.

Kit: Please note all events will be “electric”. You must bring your kit in good working order and in a safe
condition. The organiser reserves the right to refuse to allow a fencer to compete in kit he considers to be
unsafe. Plastrons are mandatory (800N for U16/18). Breeches are mandatory (350N adequate). For
other equipment requirements see: http://www.britishfencing.com/events/british_youth_championships/.

Blade size 2 required for U12/14 (epee and sabre). Blade size 5 for U16/18. See entry form to translate
year of birth to age group.
