5. Entrants who do not live or fence in Surrey (which for this purpose areas up to the Thames, including 
from Rotherhithe down to Croydon, which used to be part of Surrey) may compete but will be excluded 
from the Surrey results/medals. 

6. A separate womens competition will be held if sufficient numbers enter, else men’s & womens events 
will be combined (in which case separate trophies would be awarded to the highest placed women). 

7. All fencers must be age 13 years or over before 1st January in the season of the event.   The season 
runs from 1st September to 31st August.   

8. All fencers must participate in accordance with BFA Safety Guidelines (see BFA website).  

9. Kit: You must bring your kit in good working order and in a safe condition. The organiser reserves the 
right to refuse to allow a fencer to compete in kit he considers to be unsafe.   Plastrons are mandatory, 
per BFA rules.   

10. Referee: Please expect to referee each other.  If you can bring a referee, this will improve the 
competition.
