After 1 minute if there has been no victor, the match will be called a double defeat.  Although the event is mixed, there are separate trophies and medals for the top three women as well as men.

Referees: Please referee and floor spot for each other.

Kit: You must bring your kit in good working order and in a safe condition. The organiser reserves the right to refuse to allow a fencer to compete in kit he considers to be unsafe.   Plastrons are mandatory.
